WEEK 1:  Your World

Sunday: Over 22 million People have died of AIDS.  Pray for the people they have left behind.

Monday: Over 42 million people have HIV/AIDS.  About 75% of these people live in Africa. Pray for this continent that this scourge will be stopped. 

Tuesday: There are five million new infections every year.  Half of those infected are children.  Pray for the children.  They are helpless, vulnerable, and ill.  

Wednesday: There are 14 million AIDS orphans. Pray that God will provide good, Christian families to care for these children in distress. 
Thursday: Even though we know how to stop AIDS, the number of people with AIDS continues to rise.  Pray that God will help us, and our governments, to find the will and funds to stop AIDS. 
Friday: In Sub-Saharan Africa, over 55% of people with AIDS are women.  In Africa, women usually have less power than men and often find themselves in vulnerable situations and turn to prostitution to survive.  Other women are married and contract AIDS from unfaithful husbands. Pray that God will give strength to these women.  Pray that he will increase respect for women throughout Africa. 
Saturday: There are 2.3 million children in the world with AIDS.  Pray that God will help them find the medicines they need to live.  Pray that God will provide them comfort and peace. 
WEEK 2: Kenya 
Sunday: In Kenya 6.1% of adults aged 15-49 have HIV/AIDS.  Pray that God will help these people care for themselves and their families.
Monday: In Kenya, many people do NOT have access to life-lengthening treatment.  They are often told to go back to their hometowns and prepare for death.  Pray that God will continue to open ways for these people to receive the medication they need.  
Tuesday:  In Kenya, many people are very poor.  There are about 35 million people in Kenya.  Fifty percent are below the poverty line and 40% are unemployed.  Pray that God would provide sustenance to these people, especially those who are both impoverished and HIV positive.  Pray that as a world we would have the will to end poverty. 
Wednesday: Pray for Kenyan President Mwai Kibaki and his advisors.  Give them insight and wisdom as they face AIDS and other national challenges. 
Thursday:  The majority of Kenyans are Christians but there are also many people who practice Islam or traditional African belief-systems.  Pray that Christians will use this crisis as an opportunity to show Christ’s love.  
Friday:  Kenya is made up of over 40 people groups who live in relative peace together.  Pray that God will help them find unity and continued peace.  
Saturday: Kenya continues to struggle with government corruption.  Pray that God will help rout out this evil and precious resources will not be squandered. 
WEEK 3: Trinity AIDS Ministry

Trinity AIDS Ministry was started in 2004.  It is supported by Africa Inland Church of Huruma and by Holy Trinity Church.  It is located in the slum of Huruma in Nairobi, Kenya. 
Sunday: Trinity AIDS Ministry was started in 2004 in Nairobi, Kenya.  Pray that God would continue to allow the ministry to grow to serve more families affected by HIV/AIDS.
Monday: The ministry has made recent changes to its board.  Pray that God would provide these new leaders with strength, wisdom, and unity.
Tuesday: The ministry operates in a very poor setting.  Because the people the ministry serves are struggling to survive, there are often issues of jealousy among recipients.  Pray that God will help the ministry to meet everyone’s needs and that those who are being served will find peace and unity.  
Wednesday: The ministry is incorporating as a Kenyan not-for-profit.  Pray that this important step will occur smoothly and quickly. 
Thursday: We are aiming to raise enough money to purchase a building for the ministry. Pray for wisdom and resources as we continue to work toward this goal. 
Friday: Many of the people being served have children. Pray that these parents will live long enough to at least provide for their children.  Pray for the mothers who have lost multiple children to AIDS.  Pray for the mothers who will not live long enough to see their children through primary school. 
Saturday: The ministry serves children who have acquired AIDS from their parents.  Pray for these small victims that God would give them strength.  
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WEEK 4: Chicago 
While the funds we are raising will support our ministry in Nairobi, we also want to lift our nation and city in prayer.  

Sunday:  There are about one million people in the United States living with AIDS.  That’s about the population of Dallas, Texas.  
Monday: Pray for President Bush, our Congress, our state, and Mayor Daley as they tackle this problem. 
Tuesday: An estimated 22,000 people in Chicago are living with HIV/AIDS.  Pray for your fellow Chicagoans.  
Wednesday: Four percent of those in Chicago with AIDS are aged 13-24. Pray for the welfare of the youth of our city.

Thursday: Through Hope for Chicago, our church has partnered with Vision House on E. 50th place to love-on people infected or affected by HIV/AIDS.  Pray that this partnership would continue to grow and flourish.
Friday: Pray that more places like Vision House would come to be to serve the great need throughout our city.  
Saturday:  Pray that God will continue to use our church and ourselves to address this issue.
